Volunteers Dedicate 300+ Hours
to NW Region

Through a partnership with Wilderness
International Inc., Oregon Department of
Fish and Wildlife Northwest Region staff at
Clackamas were able to do some invasive

species removal and replanting this summer.

Russ Hall, Wi Executive Director, and Doug

Kitchen, Facility Operations Specialist at
Clackamas, organized multiple work parties
and volunteers throughout July and August
to get the job done. What they envisioned as
a two-day volunteer project turned into a
multiple-day major effort.

Three workgroups along with individual
volunteers and staff dedicated more than
300 hours to removing ivy and blackberries
from a steep hillside located on the six acre
office complex. lvy had to be hand pulled
while blackberries had to be cut back and
then roots pulled up. Then more dirt was put
on the hillside, followed by a layer of bark,
and then the new native plants selected by
Doug Kitchen and Susan Barnes, Wildlife
Diversity Biologist, were planted. We couldn’t
have done the project without the able
assistance of Host volunteer, Gary Lehman,
who did everything from grounds work, tractor
work, planting, watering, and barbecueing for
the workers.
